· New Criticism: 

“My Father’s Martial Art” or “Living in Sin”

· Reader Response: 

“Front Lines”

Requirements
Your analysis should:

· be roughly 500 words in length

· apply the assumptions and strategies of the criticism that accompanies the poem

· follow MLA guidelines for formatting

· include direct quotations from the poem and in-text citations (no Works Cited)

· be written using academic writing (no slang, no 1st person pronouns)

· be uploaded to the CDSBEO e-learning dropbox (see the Poem analysis folder).  You will only submit the good copy of one analysis to this dropbox.
